2025 budget proposal would
hold mill levy steady at 57.922

After looking at a possible increase to the mill levy of up to 7.8 mills,
city staff have been hard at work looking for areas to cut. Those
efforts allowed staff to present the City Commission with a 2025
budget that would hold the mill levy stable at 57.922 mills.

This reduction from what was originally considered is a savings of
16 percent for the homeowner. There may still be a slight increase
for a homeowner though if their valuation increased.

Several opportunities were identified to lower the need for a
significant increase to the mill levy. Some of these included
increasing various miscellaneous fees to offset a portion of the
needed increase, as well as the option of spending down fund
balance and reducing some operating expenses.
